Responsibilities:     
● Travel   to   client   homes   with   public   transportation   or   personal   owned   vehicle     
● House   cleaning,   including   kitchen,   bathroom,   and   other   areas     
● Plan,   prepare,   and   serve   meals     
● Remind   the   client   to   take   medication     
● Assist   with   transferring   the   client   from   bed,   chair,   or   toilet     
● Assist   with   bathing   for   the   client     
● Assist   with   transporting   and   escorting   the   client   to   medical   visits,   including   doctor   and   

pharmacy   visits     
● Shop   for   groceries   under   client’s   requirement     
● Assist   the   client   with   understanding   English   letters   and   bills     
● Wash,   sort,   and   put   away   client’s   laundry     
● Monitor   client’s   daily   activities,   and   report   any   unusual   health   conditions   immediately     
● Remind   the   client   of   his/her   doctor   appointment     
● Attend   all   required   trainings,   supervisory   and   staff   meetings   
● Other   duties   as   assigned   by   direct   supervisor   

  
Qualifications   

● English   is   required,   and   one   of   the   following   languages   is   highly   preferred:   Mandarin,   
Cantonese,   Tagalog,   Filipino,   Vietnamese,   Japanese,   and   Korean     

● Must   be   18   years   of   age   or   older   
● Must   be   able   to   pass   a   criminal   background   check   
● Personal   transportation   vehicle   is   highly   preferred     
● Experience   in   taking   care   of   seniors   is   preferred
